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Annual Report for the year-2017-2018

Our NGO established in the year 2009 by young talented rural teaching professionals registered under the
Karnataka Societies, Act, 1960. The main intention of the NGO is focused on rural women and student’s
upliftment, empowering them economically, educating rural masses, training to provide self-employment
and employ them in various in various sectors.

The NGO started in a small village of Ramanagara District, today is equipped with full-fledge and modern
training facility in Magadi Town. We also have opened a branch office in Bangalore city to spread our
mission in semi-urban, slum dwellers and government schools.

In the year 2017-2018 the following were the activities conducted by our NGO:

In June 2017 we had conducted one day workshop with co-ordination of Karnataka State Human Rights
Commission in Vidya Samsakar Institute of Science, Commerce and Management, Machoohalli,
Bangalore. The workshop was attended by 110 students and 13 faculty members. The program was
inaugurated by Mr. M K Ramaswamy, Ex-Deputy Director, PU Board.




In June 2017, in co-ordination with Karnataka State Human Rights Commission one day workshop was
conducted for pre-university students at East West College, Bharat Nagar, Bangalore. The program was
attended by more 160 students and 24 faculty members. All the participants were distributed free hand
books and study material on Human rights.

In July, 2017 we honored twenty one (21) talented students who had scored highest marks in 10t
Standard Board exams from Corporation and Government Schools.
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In the same month we distributed free books for about 150 students in Shivasandra government school.
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In co-ordination with Karnataka State Human Rights commission, we conducted one day workshop on
Awareness of Human Rights at BNES Pre-university College for about 130 students. All the participants
were distributed hand books and training kit on Human Rights.

In the month of August we conducted free eye check-up camp in Somanahalli of Magadi Taluk for about
200 mid aged rural people.




At Nandini Hostel for Women, managed by the Milk Federation of Karnataka, in co-ordination with
Karnataka State Women Rights commission we conducted one day workshop on Human Rights focused
more on migrated rural female students and working women.

In the month of September 2017, under the Chair-Person Mrs. Meera Saxena, Karnataka State Human
Rights Commission we conducted exclusive one day workshop on Human Rights focusing on the atrocities
on women and cyber crime at Vivekananda PU College for Women.
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In November 2017, in co-ordination with Kannada and Culture department we conducted two days
Kuvempu Drama Festival at Dr. Ambedkar Bhavan, Magadi. The drama was witnessed by more than 1000
students which was helpful in spreading the writings of the great Rashtrakavi.
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In the same month a free medical check-up camp was organized at Vivekananda College for Women for
students and their respective parents. More than 750 people were the beneficiary of the program.

At Swarjana Pre-University College franchise of Deeksha College we conducted one day workshop on
Human Rights in co-ordination with Karnataka State Human Rights Commission. Around 110 students and
20 faculty members participated in the program.




In the month of December, 2017 on the occasion of Rashtrakavi Kuvempu birth anniversary we conducted
one day debate for students and lecture by renowned authors in Magadi. Active participation from rural
students was very encouraging to us.
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In the month of February we had conducted one day workshop for SSLC students in co-ordination with
Education department on Preparation for board exams. More than 300 students participated in the
workshop and the speakers gave them important tips on preparations.
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In the month of March 2018, on the occasion of International Women’s Day our NGO was awarded the

prestigious “Kittur Rani Chennama” award recognizing the work of us towards empowering and
upliftment of Rural Women.
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
